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What’s In A Name?

Introduction

Names are important to God. He is a personal God and likes to refer to us by name ...
that’s just part of the personal nature of our loving and caring God. He is concerned
with the names that He is called by ... the names He assigns to Himself ... and the
names He gives to us. But, are names as important to man as they are to God? ...
hardly.

We find a lovers lament in William Shakespeare's Romeo and Juliet, "Would not a rose
by any other name still smell as sweet?" when their love is forsaken due to family name
... and also in rhyme, "Sticks and stones may break my bones but names can never
hurt me." | think we can all see the folly of that tale. Names do matter and some names
can hurt.

So what's in a name? Everything, if you're God. This study will focus upon the
significance of names to God and also on the names of God and their meaning. Let's
begin by examining the Scriptures that reveal the mind of God as it relates to His
perspective on the significance of names, both ours and His.

What's In A Name?

In God's economy, the names of God and the names given to the image and likeness
of God (man) reflect who and what you are. Names in general are designed to
distinguish objects from one another and to reflect the impression one has when
naming someone or something. For example, in Genesis, we see God bringing all the
animals and birds of the earth to Adam for him to name in Genesis 2:19. No doubt, the
names given to the beasts by man were based upon the distinct impression they made
upon Adam at the time he named them.

In Scripture, we often see the name given a child to be that of a natural object:

Jonah = Dove, Tamar = Palm Tree, Tabitha = Gazelle. Knowing what the meanings of
these natural objects represent to the Hebrews may offer much insight to understanding
the meanings behind the names themselves, their use in Hebrew culture and also in
prophetic understanding.

Occasionally, a Hebrew name given a child often preserved the memory of a national
event, like that of Ichabod.

1 Samuel 4:21

And she called the boy Ichabod, saying, "The glory has departed from Israel,"
because the ark of God was taken and because of her father-in-law and her
husband.

A study of Hebrew proper names is useful to gain understanding of the history of the
Hebrew people. Proper names generally expressed some personal characteristic or
some incident connected with their birth, e.g. Moses, for he was drawn out of the water.

Exodus 2:10

The child grew, and she brought him to Pharaoh’s daughter and he became her
son. And she named him Moses, and said, "Because | drew him out of the
water."

Unlike the customs of Westerners and Europeans, Hebrew names rarely became
hereditary for it was important for the names to retain their significance. In the Hebrew
culture, names often expressed the hope, wish or prayer of the parent doing the
naming. For this reason, the child often embodied it and felt a sense of duty to the
parents to realize and fulfill their namesake.

However, whenever God names or renames we see the name very often reflects
collected attributes and/or characteristics of that which is named. The Scriptures
record the names God gives to Himself, to man and to places. Whenever a person is to
have a significant role in the plan of God, God will prophetically determine their name,
as in the case of our Messiah Jesus (Matthew 1:21, Isaiah 9:6) or rename the person
as He does with Abram to Abraham, (Genesis 17:5) ... Jacob (supplanter) becomes
Israel (God Prevails) in Genesis 32:28.

Call Upon Thy Name

Whenever the expression "Name of God" is used, it is used to embrace the whole and
entire Divine nature of God, and all His Attributes as revealed to man. This phrase is
not to be used or taken lightly. It embodies all of that which is God. It includes the
glory and power of God as revealed in nature; God's revelation of Himself to His
people; and when God announces His presence, it is often expressed as His Name is
near.

In the New Testament it is revealed that Jesus is the full manifestation of God with the
expression, "l have manifested Your Name."

John 17:6

1 "I have manifested Your name to the men whom You gave Me out of the
world; they were Yours and You gave them to Me, and they have kept Your
word.

To know Jesus is to know God. The fullness of Jesus is the fullness of God. Jesus is
God in the flesh of man, Theanthropos the God-man. When we use the expressions, In
Your Name, In His Name, In the Name of, by His Name, by Your Name, call upon the
name etc., we are calling upon the fullness of God revealed in the life-saving and life-
giving power of Jesus the Messiah. When we call upon the name of God we do hereby

acknowledge God to be all the things that His name means, LORD and LORD GOD
being the chief name among His names. To those who merely utter the words through
their lips and do not subject to God in obedience deceive themselves and are guilty of
using the name of the Lord in vain. They remain the children of disobedience and
the children of wrath for they have not yet been redeemed from the Wrath of God.
There is no such thing as a "Christian" who accepts Jesus as Savior, but not as Lord.
This sort of liberal theology has no basis in reality or scripture. A person who rejects
Lord Jesus rejects Jesus. They remain unredeemed, unsaved ... they are non-Christian.
Believing that Jesus is God in the flesh does not make you a Christian, or save you.

James 2:19 (NKJV)
You believe that there is one God. You do well. Even the demons believe - and
tremblel!

Demons believe and tremble at the name of God ... but are they saved? In no way! You
are too precious and eternally loved by God to allow such poppycock to deceive you
into a false sense of security. To accept and call upon the name of Jesus is much more
important than most Christians were led to believe. Salvation is much more than a mere
audible syllabic formation with the lips for that will not give you eternal security any
more than good woks can ... it's humbling yourselves to the point of obedience before
our Great and Mighty God. You are not Christian unless you acknowledge Jesus to be
Lord of your life, period.

So, what does it mean to call upon the name of the Lord?

Romans 10:13
for "WHOEVER WILL CALL ON THE NAME OF THE LORD WILL BE SAVED."

When someone calls upon the name of God, it simply does not mean that all a person
needs to do is invoke certain syllables with the lips. To call upon the name of the Lord is
to place your faith, trust and to yield in obedience to Lord God and His Lordship as the
only way to Salvation. It is not some hollow utterance of words that saves but the heart
felt conviction of faith, and trust in whom God says He is ... Your Lord and Savior.

Matthew 7:21-23

21 9] "Not everyone who says to Me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ will enter the kingdom of
heaven, but he who does the will of My Father who is in heaven will enter.

22 "Many will say to Me on that day, ‘Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in Your
name, and in Your name cast out demons, and in Your name perform many
miracles?’

23 "And then | will declare to them, ‘I never knew you; DEPART FROM ME,
YOU WHO PRACTICE LAWLESSNESS'’

These words of Jesus should send chills up the spine of pseudochristians, cults and

others who believe the mere act of speaking belief on the name of Jesus, or those who
walk down an aisle in services, or those baptized in His name guarantees Salvation. No
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What’s In A Name?

words or actions on our part can guarantee Salvation. Salvation is wholly the work and
grace of God given to those who repent from sin and commit to follow LORD Jesus in
sincerity and truth. The only guarantee of Salvation is to those who have an indwelling
of God's Holy Spirit. God knows who are His.

2 Timothy 2:19

9l Nevertheless, the firm foundation of God stands, having this seal, "The Lord
knows those who are His," and, "Everyone who names the name of the Lord
is to abstain from wickedness."

God's definition of wickedness is far more liberal than most humans would care to
admit. Any act of unrighteousness, disobedience, unjustness, or just being wrong is
included in this definition of wickedness.

The above two Scriptures proves, not all who claim Salvation in Jesus, have Salvation.
Only those with a personal relationship with God are saved. Unless you are known
personally by Jesus, you are not saved. Jesus will tell you, "l never knew you, Depart
from Me." Prophesying in the name of the Lord, casting out demons and performing
miracles certainly would appear to human standards as one who is full of the Spirit by
the mere incredible feats accomplished via the hand of man. But what does Jesus call
those acts?... lawlessness ... and how is it rewarded? ... Departure from God! ... why?
... because "I never knew you," says Jesus. If that doesn't sober up the drunk in the
Spirit gang, nothing will.

Luke 6:46
"Why do you call Me, ’Lord, Lord,” and do not do what | say?

Love is Obedience. Love is not how you feel about God ... Love is obedience to God.
Love is what you do when you don't feel loving. To love God is to obey God. This is
the command and example of Jesus.

John 14:31a
but so that the world may know that | love the Father, | do exactly as the Father
commanded Me...

Jesus connects the act of obedience as evidence of love. Calling upon the name of the
Lord manifests itself in obedience to our Lord God. Obedience to the Word is the fruit
of God's calling. God's gift of Faith is what empowers you to act upon your belief.

James 2:20, 26
20 But are you willing to recognize, you foolish fellow, that faith without works is
useless?
26 For just as the body without [the] spirit is dead, so also faith without works is
dead.
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God's Word is Salvation only for those who speak the Word in sincerity and truth and
call upon the name of the Lord in faith and obedience. Those who do not heed the word
of the Lord worship Him in vain.

Mark 7:6

And He said to them, "Rightly did Isaiah prophesy of you hypocrites, as it is
written: "'THIS PEOPLE HONORS ME WITH THEIR LIPS, BUT THEIR HEART
IS FAR AWAY FROM ME.

So, when someone calls upon the name of the LORD, what exactly are you calling
upon? Good question ... and the names the LORD selects for Himself reveals to us just
what and whom we are calling upon.

The Names of God

We see that God wants a personal relationship with His people, and only those known
by God are saved. A study on the names of God is a fascinating study and one that is
useful to bring His people into a closer personal relationship with our Creator. As
mentioned earlier, the names God calls Himself usually refer to one or more of His
Divine Characteristics and Attributes. This helps us to understand and know who
God is revealing Himself to be. When we acknowledge those characteristics and
attributes and yield ourselves to His Holy Name and His Holy Will, we demonstrate who
we are ... God's holy people ... His saints.

Let's begin this study by first examining the two most common personal names for God
used in the Hebrew Scriptures. The name God most often calls Himself is 71777 Y®hovah
(yeh-ho-vaw’) translated as LORD and God, and the second most common is o ToN
‘elohiym (el-o-heem’) translated God.

Y°howah and Adonai

YHWH, Y°hovah is the self-Existent or Eternal One, the LORD God, the Great | AM
THAT | AM. The main idea conveyed is that Y°hovah God is a being not dependent
upon another being for existence or anything outside of Himself for existence and
sustenance, that is, continuing existence. In philosophy, this being is referred to as a
Necessary Being, a being that neither needs nor requires anything outside of Himself to
exist. All life and matter in the created universe is contingent, because it must depend
upon someone or something to bring it into existence ... and, once in existence, it
requires some element(s) to sustain life for a continuing existence. Man and matter fall
into ;this category of life, God does not for He is the Eternal, Self-existent One ... YHWH
... Y hovah.

The pronunciation of YHWH remains a mystery to this day. Hebrew scholars arguably
claim that only the High Priests knew the correct pronunciation and the name was
spoken only once a year when the High Priest entered the Holy of Holies on the Day of
Atonement. The Hebrew believed this to be so sacred a word that only the consonants
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YHWH were written. The Hebrews substituted the vowel pointings of Adonai as a
written pronunciation of YHWH. When the vowel points of Adonai were added to the
written YHWH, it became rendered in printas Y @ H o W a H and pronounced
Yehovah. Where God is called "My LORD 'Yehovah" the word Elohim is substituted to
avoid the double Adonai Adonai and rendered as LORD GOD in English.

Adonai, as we can see from the above definition is the word for Lord. It differs from
Y°hovah LORD, in that Adonai has an uppercase L and lowercase "ord." Adonai is
plural word like Elohim, (which we will cover next) and the singular is "Adon." Adonai
refers to sovereignty and rulership. This is the word used as a substitute for the name
of God YHWH by the Hebrews out of respect for the name of God. The term is also
used to refer to Kings, Pharaoh's and to heads of state, the highest in authority. We see
in the study of Y®hovah, (there is no J in Hebrew) how Adonai is used as a substitute
and also sometimes combined with Y°hovah to refer to the Most High God, the self-
existent and all mighty sovereign God of the universe, the Adonay HaAdonim, LORD
of Lords.

Elohiym and El

Elohim is a plural noun that refers to God, with the singular form as Eloah. The plurality
of Elohiym is translated as a singular God, not Gods. This term very much speaks to
the plural nature of our One God in the first chapter of Genesis.

Genesis 1:26

9 Then God <‘elohiym> said, "Let Us make man in Our image, according to
Our likeness; and let them rule over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the
sky and over the cattle and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that
creeps on the earth."
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The translation correctly treats the plural noun Elohiym with the translation of Us and
Our in the verse as God's inspired use of the Hebrew language mandates. When
Elohiym is used in reference to Y®hovah, the theologian, Dr. W. Henry Green states it
clearly, "Y®hova represents God in His special relation to the chosen people, as
revealing Himself to them, their guardian and object of their worship; Elohiym
represents God in His relation to the world at large as Creator, providential ruler in the
affairs of men, and controlling the operations of nature." (Hom. Mag. Sep. 1898, p. 257)

Let's take a look at the definition of Elohiym.

The above three terms, Yehova, Adonai and Elohiym account for more than 9500
verses of scripture. When we include the term El and all its modifiers the names for
God well exceed 10,000 Scriptures, as one would expect ... after all, the bible is about
God.

El

El is the name by which God is called in the Hebrew Scriptures, El, the God Elohiym of
Israel. It stands alone or with modifiers in prose, poetry and has at its root the meaning
of strength, power and might, the Mighty God.

For example, if you want to list all Scriptures that contain the root word El, the
Strongs number is 0410. A number beginning with zero 0 means it's an Old Testament
word (Hebrew or Aramaic).
